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JCI Ireland National Convention is a great success!

JCI Tullamore hosted the JCI Ireland National Convention for the first time in the Tullamore Court Hotel from 6-8th October 2006, attracting over 200 JCI delegates and international guests from around the world.  

The event was launched on Friday, 6th October by Minister for Finance, Mr. Brian Cowen, T.D.  Minister Cowen commended the work of JCI locally over the years since its establishment in the town in 1970. In a time when the area of active citizenship is being reviewed nationally, he said that the work carried out by organisations such as JCI is invaluable in the local communities. 

The weekend kicked-off with a Tri-partite Debate between delegates from Ireland, Scotland and the UK, followed by a ‘Wear Your County or National Colours’ Night, including buffet meal and live entertainment provided by Rahan Comhaltas.
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On Saturday morning a lively discussion forum entitled ‘New Faces, New Friends: the Socio-Economic Benefits of the Immigration of Young People into Ireland’ was in progress, Chaired by Mr. Seamus  Dooley, Irish Secretary of the National Union of Journalists (NUJ).  The panel of high profile guest speakers included Ms. Siobhán O’Donoghue, Director of the Migrant Rights Centre of Ireland (MRCI), Ms. Noeline Blackwell, Solicitor specialising in Refugee Law and Director of Free Legal Advice Centres (FLAC), Mr. Rotimi Adebari, elected member of Portlaoise Town Council and host of Midlands Radio 3 radio programme ‘Respecting Difference’, and who is originally from Nigeria, and Mr. Mike Jennings, Regional Secretary of Ireland’s largest Trade Union, SIPTU.  Local non-nationals living in Tullamore also contributed to the discussion, and told of their experiences since moving to Tullamore.  

On Saturday afternoon delegates could avail of the Alternative Delegates Programme, offering a choice of two programmes; a guided tour of Tullamore Dew Heritage Centre and Charleville Castle or a guided tour of Clonmacnoise. 

On Saturday evening, the Gala Banquet and Awards Ceremony was followed by live music with  Simon Casey and his Band.  
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The Guest Speaker was Deputy Olwyn Enright, T.D. She commended the work of JCI in the local community and the great accomplishments they have achieved to date.  She wished JCI continued success in the future.

Convention Director, Tom Lawless, was awarded a JCI Senatorship for his work with JCI Tullamore since joining the organisation in 1987.  He has held the local Presidential role twice in his JCI career. Seamus O’Neill was awarded Honorary Life Membership of JCI Ireland in recognition of his outstanding contribution to JCI Ireland over 30 years. 
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Awards were presented to branches for winning projects in the E-Award Programme (see article below for full list of winners), in addition to the Awards presented by the National President. 
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There were ten recipients of  The Outstanding Young Persons Awards on Sunday.  These Awards serve to recognize up to ten individuals between the ages of 18 and 40 who exemplify the finest attributes of the world’s young people. Judging is based on the nominees’ achievements in, or contributions to, ten different categories, including Business, economic, and/or entrepreneurial accomplishment, Political, legal and/or governmental affairs, Academic leadership and/or accomplishment, Cultural achievement. 

The action-packed weekend was rounded off with a Farewell Lunch on Sunday afternoon, attended by delegates and the Outstanding Young Persons and their relatives from around the country.
