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Letter from the President

Dear JCI Ireland Friends,

The highlight of the JCI Ireland calendar, National Convention, has finally arrived. The Convention Team have been preparing for this weekend for the past eleven months. I know all of their hard work will pay off and I hope they will enjoy the weekend, along with the rest of us.

September is traditionally recruitment month in JCI Ireland and I travelled to Open Nights in Galway, Limerick and Sligo. Most of them were well attended and I’m confident that we will see an increase in membership arising out of them. Well done to all branches who have run Open Nights.

September is also the time of the year when the results of the JCI Outstanding Young Person (TOYP) of the World Competition are announced. We were delighted to hear that Maria Kidney from Cobh is a recipient of this Award this year and I look forward to seeing Maria accept her Award at World Congress in Seoul in November. Maria was nominated in the category of Humanitarian and/or Voluntary Leadership. In 2000, Maria set up a Charity called Friends of Londiani to assist people in a region known as Londiani in Kenya. The Charity works in partnership with the people of Londiani, and its surrounding villages, to develop sustainable projects to enable the people to achieve an improved quality of life. The Friends of Londiani is involved in many community development projects in the areas of medical, health, education and water. 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Cobh Woman Maria Kidney Is On Top Of The World by Cheralyn Finn

It is that time of year again when JCI Ireland and JCI honour young individuals who excel in their chosen fields and exemplify the best attributes of the world’s youth – The Outstanding Young Persons Programme.
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This year, JCI Cobh nominated Maria Kidney, a 35 year old I.T. Analyst/Programmer from Cobh, Co. Cork under the Humanitarian/Voluntary Leadership category. JCI Cobh are thrilled that Maria will receive the National Award at JCI Convention in Tullamore on Sunday 8th October. JCI Cobh have also invited Maria and her husband Martin to join them as their guests at the Gala Ball in Tullamore on Saturday 7th October. To put the icing on the cake – Maria was selected out of 145 entrants internationally from 42 national organisations and countries. So, Maria and her husband Martin will travel to the 61st JCI World Congress in Seoul, Korea in November, where Maria and nine other individuals, including the internationally renowned young soprano Hayley Dee Westenra will receive the highest honour, The Young Outstanding Young Person of the World (TOYP) for 2006. 

Maria is a shining example of an extraordinary young person. In 2000, she set up a Charity called Friends Of Londiani, assisting people in a region know as Londiani in Kenya. Since then, the Charity has gone from strength to strength. Maria’s work through the charity epitomizes JCI’s mission and values. Maria is no stranger to receiving awards as she is a President’s Award Leader with Gaisce, and is the holder of a Gold Gaisce Award.

The background to how the Charity was set up;

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amping, and adventure sports.  She also has a keen interest in travelling and learning about new cultures and traditions. Her hobbies brought her to Kenya in July 2000, where she was on a climbing expedition. Unfortunately, during this trip Maria was mugged in Nairobi. Maria is a Girl Guide Leader in Midleton, County Cork and using her contacts in the Girl Guides she sought assistance from the Kenyan Girl Guide’s Headquarters. During her stay there, she became aware of the wonderful community projects this group of young people were involved in. Instead of taking the negative feelings away from Kenya after her attack, she used the inspiration and vision she had witnessed in Kenya to create her own vision. In 2002 this vision became a reality when she lead a group of 20 Adult Leaders from Guiding in Ireland to Londiani, an area in Kenya located 220kms north west of Nairobi. The projects this group were involved in were running a summer camp for children, home maintenance, tree planting and running a peer education programme on HIV/AIDS for 40 women. 

On returning home from Kenya, the ‘Friends Of Londiani’ (FOL) was set up to maintain links with the projects in Kenya and to increase the awareness of these projects in Ireland. Friends Of Londiani has grown from strength to strength in the last few years and is now a registered charity. Friends of Londiani is also a registered Non-Governmental Organisation (NGO) in Kenya.  Maria is the Chairperson of the Charity, which she runs and maintains with the assistance of six other volunteer Directors. Maria’s work with the charity has encouraged her to complete a Diploma in Development Studies in UCC, and this qualification has fostered her interest in development issues. 

About the Charity;
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The mission of Friends of Londiani is to work in partnership with the people of Londiani, and its surrounding villages to develop and complete sustainable community projects to enable and empower the people to achieve an improved quality of life based on their values and become the authors of their own development.   Friends of Londiani is involved in many community development projects in the areas of medical, health, education and water.  The charity works jointly with the communities in Londiani.  The ongoing work of the Friends of Londiani includes funding the Bethel Children’s Home and Education; HIV/AIDS Education programmes for community groups; Managing the Bethel Medical Hospital; Managing the community water projects; assisting locals with education and training through skills and education bursaries, and helping community groups to set up income-generating projects.  Friends of Londiani also organises community projects for Irish and Kenyans to work together.  The largest project run to date took place in the summer of 2005, where 52 people, along with Maria, travelled to Kenya. These volunteers worked alongside Kenyan volunteers in the community to build a hospital, several classrooms, bring water to 2 rural villages, run education programmes, summer camps and a malaria project.  Next year FOL will travel to Kenya from June to September along with 75 volunteers from Ireland to assist with more community projects.

Membership of Friends of Londiani is open to everyone, and the charity has a very informative and colourful website where details of projects and activities of the charity, fundraising events and future projects are outlined, www.friendsoflondiani.com

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A New Experience – My Radio Interview by Andrew Shortall Regional Director East
It has been said that JCI is an organisation of opportunities and of new experiences.  One that pushes you out of your comfort zone and into pastures new.  Indeed, for me that has become more true than ever.  Three years ago, when I joined JCI, I never would have stood up in a meeting or in front of people I had never met before and spoken or even offered an opinion.  I was comfortable being the quiet little me I had always been, the one who sits quietly listening to conversations, laughing at anecdotes, and occasionally relaying a similar experience or story. Colin, through his contacts gave me names and contact details for newspapers, and also a regional radio station, South East Radio.  It was suggested that I be interviewed live on air about JCI, and my efforts to re-launch the branch.  I agreed, not expecting that anything would happen.  Some days later I got a phone call from the researcher for the show asking if I was still ok to be interviewed and checking some details.  I agreed, and the interview was scheduled for the Monday before the Open Evening.

After the initial phone call, I began to get rather nervous but I spent a bit of time over the weekend looking into the history of JCI Gorey, and making sure I had enough information to be able to answer any questions.  The morning of the interview came, and my office colleagues, whom I had told about my impending “stardom”, spent most of the morning ribbing me, and trying to distract me.  Then, bang on time at 11.08am my desk phone rang, and on the other end of the line was the radio station.  The nerves began to build again, but strangely when I actually went on air, live, I became oddly calm.  I relaxed and began to answer the questions asked with ease, talking about JCI, some brief history about JCI Gorey and giving a short outline of my plans for the branch re-launch.  The interviewer, Alan McGuire was very kind, asked lots of interesting questions, and seemed to be very perceptive too.  This puts a novice, like myself at ease.  Alan noted that I genuinely seemed to be excited about JCI and the good work that we do, so I commented that I was indeed excited, as I wouldn’t be the person I am today without my involvement in JCI.  A listener even sent in a text message asking a question of me which was great.
