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Report on European Academy by Aoife Warren JCI Castleknock & Jennifer Griffin JCI Cobh
Aoife’s Report:
The 10th European Academy took place in Gothenburg at the end of July and was attended by 68 delegates from 25 countries throughout Europe (including 3 from Ireland). The Academy was led by over ten enthusiastic international trainers and assisted by the brilliant COC who ensured the whole event ran smoothly - if there were any crises, the delegates were not aware of them (. The course took place over a long weekend with a carefully planned calendar of events, covering General Assemblies, classroom sessions and outdoor teambuilding. Each delegate was assigned to two groups - a LOM for indoor tasks & an outdoor group for the team building day in a nearby forest. During the team building, teams completed a range of different tasks with intriguing names such as the “Traverse of Terror”, “Arachnaphobia” and “Stairway to Heaven”.
It was interesting to see how the teams evolved as the day went on – great care and attention had obviously been put into constructing each team so that not only was there a wide range of nationalities represented but also different personality types. Everyone had to employ all their teamworking skills to ensure the tasks were completed in the allotted timeframe. European Academy was a very stimulating and exciting place to be. Every delegate was passionate about JCI, its future and their own development. It was an excellent opportunity to meet, learn and grow, by exchanging ideas and experience with people from all over Europe and many new friendships were formed. Definitely a course to be recommended!!!
Jennifer’s report:
After registering at the venue, we had already been split into our outdoor teams and our indoor teams,  with two different groups of people.

We were challenged in various ways to see how we interacted in a team. I found my role was co-coordinating and organizing, plus I was determined to listen to the views of everyone in the team,  rather then let one or two "confident people" take over the direction of the project. We were up

until three in the morning preparing our project which was great fun!

It was interesting to see the different role that JCI has in each country. For example, from what I saw, German and Turkish people are very business driven, while other countries, like France and Monaco, are focused on fun, socializing and networking, Belgium on the training side, and my own chapter on the community side.

There was a practice run of General Assembly, which was very helpful - definitely a "learn by doing" experience.

I felt the three of us represented Ireland very well. Aoife's "chapter" won the presentation task in General Assembly, and I really admired Liz and her ability to mingle quite naturally with people of all languages.

The Academy got into the national newspapers in a two page spread.. my eyebrow is in the photograph!

It was out of this world and has made me more ambitious to explore the international side of JCI, and I feel more confident in General Assembly procedure. I'm so happy that I've had this experience. I cannot praise the organizers enough for an excellent, well run event.

I would heartily recommend this Academy to those who are interested in taking on a Local Officer role in the future.
