Young Person of the Year

The nomination criteria are focused on specific classifications, and judging is based on the nominees’ achievements in, or contributions, to one of the following categories:

Business, economic, and/ or entrepreneurial accomplishment,

Political, legal and/ or governmental affairs,

Academic leadership and/ or accomplishment,

Cultural achievement,

Moral and/ or environmental leadership,

Contribution to children, world peace, and / or human rights,

Humanitarian and/ or voluntary service,

Scientific and/ or technological development,

Personal improvement and/ or accomplishment,

Medical innovation.

Nominations are to be for one of the categories, and the individual nominated should be living in or born in the Mid-West area of Ireland.

"If nominations are judged to be successful, the winner will attend an awards ceremony locally in Limerick, to be held in April, and will be put forward for the National Young Person of the Year Award competition,” says Mr Murnane.
