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Competition for participation in ‘Russia – EU Summit of Young Leaders’
The framework of the Summit:

‘Russia - EU Summit of Young Leaders’ organised by the International Youth Diplomacy League, The Foundation for Democratic Development with the support of the Government of St. Petersburg, The Consulate General of Germany in St. Petersburg, The Consulate General of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland in St. Petersburg, The British Council, The Council of Presidents of Saint-Petersburg Universities and the School of International Relations of St. Petersburg State University will take place in Saint-Petersburg from 22 to 29 April, 2007.  

The Summit goal is to elaborate distinct projects  for 2007 – 2011(Program 2007 – 2011) between Russia and EU non-governmental organisations within the implementation of the Road Map on the Common Space of Research and Education, including Cultural Aspects approved on May 10, 2005 in Moscow by President of Russia Vladimir Putin, Prime Minister of Luxembourg Jean-Claude Juncker, President of the European Commission Jose Manuel Durao Barroso and European Union High Representative for Foreign Policy and Security Javier Solana.  

The Program will be drawn up by five working groups according to the following fields:

1. Political Engagement 

Working group for organisations involved in youth politics and youth rights and interests lobbying, public diplomacy, political engagement of the youth, including youth branches of political parties, youth parliaments and organisations active in civil education. 

2.  Common Cohesion

Working group for organisations actively developing and strengthening the idea of tolerance, intercultural dialogue, contributing to the ethnic conflict prevention, protection of human rights in multi-cultural settings.   

3. Informal Education and Volunteering 

Working group for organisations focused on development of volunteering, youth exchanges, non-formal education for public engagement of the youth, social initiatives and other non-profit activities (seminars, trainings, exchanges and internships).

4. Health

Working group for organisations aimed at popularisation of sports and healthy way of life, development of preventive measures (AIDS, drug addiction, alcoholism, smoking) and sexual education.

5. Environment

Working group for environmental organisations (environmental education, pollution, climate change, economic treatment of resources, recycling etc.).

Following the Summit:

- the elaborated Program 2007 – 2011 will be presented to the European Commission and Russian Ministry of Foreign Affaires in order to submit it for consideration and possible financing during the next EU-Russia Summit

- the Program will be implemented in 5-year term, from 2007 to 2011. 

Participants: 

The Summit will bring together heads or deputy heads of the NGOs of the EU member-states, Russia and, as observers, of the NIS and European states - non-EU members.

Every participant applies to work in one group and attends the entire Summit as a member of this group but one organisation may propose more than one participant to work in different groups. 

Every participant designs beforehand the proposals for the project that his/her organisation is planning to enter on the Program 2007 - 2011 according to the chosen working group.

During the Summit all the participants of each working group will discuss the presented proposals and draw up the final versions of approved projects that constitute the Program 2007 – 2011 for their common implementation.   
The total number of participants: 100 

Working language of the Summit: The working language of the Summit is English. 

During the selection process the following criteria will be taken into consideration:

1.
Motivation of the participant;

2.
Proposals for the possible projects;

3.
Experience of the organisation in the field of project carrying out;

4.
Competence and professionalism of the organisation in abovementioned fields;

5.
Good command of English language. 

Financial conditions of participation:

The winners of the competition will be informed of the decision by the 1 of March, 2007 at the latest, and then the proper contract on payment will be concluded. 

If necessary the organisers will provide all the documents for receiving a grant or any other financial support for participation in the Summit.
Participation fee: 

Summit participation fee is 650 euros, which include:

7 days Accommodation in the Hotel ****, where the Summit will take place, meals (breakfasts, lunches, coffee-breaks), transfer airport-hotel-airport, opening/closing official reception, cultural program (guided city – tour, visit of Hermitage), concert, participant materials, Summit equipment.
