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Report on JCI Leadership Academy 3-5 November, 2006 Aberfoyle, Scotland by Olive Duffy, JCI Limerick
At the outset, I discovered that the course would be a very practical one and all the themes of leadership would be covered.  In covering all the themes, the practicality of them was most useful.

What I found most interesting and useful was other delegates’ experiences of both their work and the Junior Chamber of which they are members.
