10. Medical innovation. 

Nominees can only be nominated in one of the above categories, and the individual nominated should have a connection with the Mid-West region of Ireland.
If nominations are judged to be successful, the winner will attend an awards ceremony locally in Limerick, to be held in May, and will be put forward for the National Young Person of the Year Award competition.  The National winner will be Ireland’s representative at the International Junior Chamber World Congress being held in Antalya, Turkey in November 2007.  Closing date for completed applications is Friday 20th April, 2007.
